Electrosoft appointed three seasoned executives to 
its newly established Board of Advisors. The Board 
will support Electrosoft’s mission to provide services 
and solutions to help federal organizations achieve 
success. The purpose of the Board is to utilize 
the appointed advisors’ extensive knowledge and 
expertise to influence corporate decisions initiatives. 
Electrosoft will also leverage the Board’s strategic 
guidance to enter new markets.

the nation’s financial infrastructure. We are eager to

In this blog, Electrosoft’s Francisco Jauregui shares, 
“It wasn’t until a customer told me he also needed an 
answer to the ‘so what’ question that I reconsidered 
my reporting approach. The customer explained that 
it isn’t enough to report that the team had performed 
ABC task. We must explain why it matters that we 
did ABC task. Further, our explanation needs to be 
succinct and expressed in terms so simple that his 
grandmother could understand it. He affectionately 
called it the ‘grandma task’ as a shorthand reference.”

Electrosoft’s Cecil Dildine shares this blog, calling out 
the principle of least privilege (POLP) as a base concept 
of the Zero Trust (ZT) security model, operating on the 
premise of “never trust, always verify.”

Relative to ZT, POLP limits user access to only 
that information absolutely needed to perform job 
functions. It thus helps reduce the potential harm 
from unauthorized access. ZT-secured systems 
rely on POLP controls in scenarios where they are: 
evaluating access requests to determine whether to grant access; ensuring access is limited to 
the “need to know” specific data; and assessing whether the device in use is authorized to enter 
a network and/or connect to a database.

A recent Electrosoft-ATARC survey indicated that 
70% to 80% of respondents are not yet implementing 
Zero Trust initiatives. They are still forming, storming, 
and norming. This statistic reflects the fact that 
Zero Trust requirements are both complex and 
comprehensive. They cross many technologies and 
require extensive testing to understand how data is 
used, stored, accessed, transmitted, and secured.

The Defense Logistics Agency has awarded 
Electrosoft its first Task Order under the new 
JETS 2.0 IDIQ, a follow-on to continue application 
sustainment support services for DLA’s Center of 
Parts Activity, or COPA, supply chain management 
application. COPA integrates data from both the Air 
Force and DLA to create a comprehensive supply 
chain management hub, providing centralized 
information for DLA’s industrial support activity 
locations. Under the five-year order, which has a one-year base period and four option years, 
Electrosoft will continue providing application sustainment, supply chain, and audit readiness 
support services to support the COPA application and its user base.

“DLA’s supply chain management is the model of efficiency and a key to the readiness and 
effectiveness of the U.S. military. We’re proud to continue enhancing COPA to bolster the 
agency’s supply chain resilience,” said Mike Tillman, COO of Electrosoft. “Electrosoft has been 
supporting DLA since 2017, and we are grateful for the opportunity to continue supporting DLA 
through the JETS 2.0 IDIQ.”
